Learned counsel for the plaintiff records his no objection for the grant of
this application provided that the record of the suit property if required to be

produced before this Court, shall be produced by the defendant No. 4.

Accordingly, this application is allowed. Consequently, the name of
defendant No. 4 is struck off. Learned counsel for the plaintiff is directed to file

amended title within one week hereof.

The matter is adjourned to a date in office.
