  Application bearing M.A No.4831 of 2017 has been moved on 

behalf of the petitioner for return of the passport as the petitioner Aslam Pervaiz 

Memon intends to perform Umrah at Saudi Arabia. Learned Advocate for the 

petitioner submits that the petitioner is on interim pres-arrest bail since 

30.01.2017. Learned Counsel further submits that the petitioner has never 

misused the concession of bail and he has been cooperating with the 

Investigating Officer.  

  Learned Special Prosecutor NAB recorded no objection for return 

of the passport to the petitioner for a period of one month till he returns from  

Saudi Arabia after performing Umrah.  

  In view of the above, one time permission is granted to the 

petitioner to perform Umrah during the month of Ramazan as stated by the 

learned Counsel for the petitioner. Office shall return the original passport to 

the petitioner, however, subject to furnishing additional surety in the sum of 

Rs.200,000/- (Two Hundred Thousand) and P.R Bond in the like amount to the 

Additional Registrar of this Court. It is directed that after the performance of 

Umrah, the petitioner shall deposit the original passport with the Additional 

Registrar of this Court in terms of the order dated 30.01.2017. Let a copy of this 

order be communicated to the Secretary, Ministry of Interior, Government of 



Pakistan, Islamabad by fax with direction to remove the name of the petitioner 

from ECL for a period of one month from 05.05.2017 and after one month 

name of the petitioner shall again be placed in ECL.
