Report dated 14.05.2026, submitted by alleged contemnor No.2 is taken
on the record.

Learned counsel for the petitioner submits that per directions contained
under order dated 15.11.2021 police was directed to arrest the proclaimed
offender of Crime No. 248 of 2018 registered with police station Preedy under
section 265/302/34 PPC but police have failed to make compliance of above
directions, hence have committed defiance of court order. However, when
confronted, learned counsel submitted that the case has been challaned which
is now pending before trial court i.e. VIIth Additional District Judge Karachi
Central. Learned counsel has also admitted that trial court has also issued
NBWs against the absconders and proceedings in terms of section 87 & 88

Cr.P.C. have been initiated.

Learned counsel for respondents submits that the petitioner himself is
absconder in FIR No. 248/2018 under section 265/302/34 PPC registered with

PS Preedy Karachi. On the other hand learned counsel for the petitioner files



statement at the bar along with copy of order dated 20.11.2018, which reveals
that the petitioner was granted pre-arrest bail under Crime No. 248/2018,
under Sections 302/365/34 PPC registered at Police Station Preedy, Karachi
South and submits that the petitioner being on bail has been appearing before
the trial Court on each and every date. In the circumstances, if any of the
accused is involved or shown absconding from either side, the trial Court
being competent can issue coercive process and direct the police to follow
guidelines extended by learned Bench of this Court the case of Nasrullah v.
Station House Officer, Police Station Jacobabad (PLD 2016 Sindh 238) and
proceed further strictly in accordance with law. Since the cases have been
challaned and are pending adjudication before the competent Court of law /

trial Court, therefore, no further direction can be issued / repeated.

In view of above, the purpose of this petition has been served, which is

hereby disposed of.
