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ORDER

Adnan-ul-Karim Memon, J. — The petitioners, Ejaz Ahmed and Mohsin
Ejaz, have filed the present Constitutional Petition under Article 199 of the
Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, 1973, seeking directions to
respondents No.2 and 3 for de-blocking of their CNICs.

2. Pursuant to the order dated 07.05.2026, notices were issued to the learned
D.A.G. and NADRA to assist this Court and submit a comprehensive report
regarding the blocking of the petitioners’ CNICs in connection with FIR
No0.11/2026 registered at Police Station Madeji, District Shikarpur.

3. Learned counsel for NADRA submits that the matter may be referred to
the NADRA Awami Markaz for completion of the necessary process today in
terms of the ratio of the judgment passed by the Supreme Court on the subject

issue.

4. Learned counsel for the petitioners submits that the petitioners are
scheduled to travel abroad tomorrow and may suffer serious hardship due to the
blocking of their CNICs by the order of the trial court FIR N0.11/2026, which has
already been cancelled under C Class, however they could not obtain copy of the
order due to law and order situation couple with the allegations levelled against
the petitioners. If this is the position of the case, in such circumstances, the

request appears to be reasonable.

5. Accordingly, competent authority of NADRA Awami Markaz is directed
to process the matter today and, if the case of the petitioners is found genuine, the

CNICs shall be de-blocked strictly in accordance with law, keeping in view the




judgment of the Hon’ble Supreme Court regarding unblocking of CNICs of the
citizens in compliance with court orders.

7. Accordingly, the petition along with pending application(s) stands
disposed of in the above terms. Let a copy of this order be communicated to all
concerned for compliance.
